Who we are

· The Staffordshire Centre was formed in 1973 and currently has about 200 members in the area of the county around Lichfield, Rugeley, Hednesford, Cannock, Stone and Stafford, including the many villages, which are contained in those general areas.

· As with other centres and associations our objective is to provide a social base for National Trust members locally, by organising talks, walks, outings and holidays and in so doing promote the Trust in its work by donating funds to specific projects in our area.

· Our nearest National Trust property is the Shugborough Estate.  Many of our members are now volunteers for the Trust at Shugborough.  We have been involved with the setting up of the Book Shop at Shugborough and have through our surplus funds sponsored the setting up of this venture.
· The Staffordshire Centre is independent of the National Trust.  Our affairs are conducted by a committee of officers and members who are elected at our annual general meeting held in April each year.
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
